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sharing different versions of fairy tales, we
construct a cognitive model for the new
compilation of fairy tales and the reproduction
of audio-visual stories. Based on the theory of
cultural differences and reader response, it
examines the discussion and enlightenment of
women, gender, ethnic minorities, and political
correctness.
